An Updated Study Shows:

·From 2001 to 1005:  Average 58,423 drivers involved 
in 38,505 fatal crashes.

·An average of 8,030 drivers (13.7% of such drivers)  
involved in 7,579 fatal crashes (19.9 % of such 
crashes.)
